Art. 2 – Participation Rules
The race is by INVITATION and registration must be completed via an engagement form which must be received at least 20 days prior to the event.

It is reserved for teams composed of a minimum of ______ to a maximum of _______ riders [maximum 7], subject to the provisions of the implementing rules of the FCI.

The team must confirm the names of the starting riders and the reserves 72 hours before the race.

For any participation allowance (food, accommodation, expense reimbursement), the amounts listed in the engagement form will apply.
Art. 3 – Approval documentation
The race will be held on the route illustrated in the following attached documents:
· Elevation Profile;

· Race map;

· Time/Distance Schedule;

· Elevation profile, road map and description of the final three kilometers;
· Indication of vehicles deviation point at the finish;
· Declaration of acceptance from the Race Director and Deputy Race Director;
· Written communication detailing the location of hospitals or emergency medical service along the entire race;
· Map of the start and finish area, indicating the location of the: Commissaires' Panel, Anti-Doping Control, Secretariat, Press Room, Organizing Headquarters.

Art. 4 – Race Headquarters / Secretariat

Art. 8 – Neutral Technical Assistance

Art. 9 – Level crossing
Level crossings will be indicated on the timetable of the race.
Any race situation will be resolved according to the relevant FCI/UCI regulations.
Art. 10 – Feeding
Feeding is permitted starting from 30 kilometers from the start and up to 20 kilometers from the finish, both by persons on foot (exclusively in the designated feeding zones) and by authorized vehicles following the race, in compliance with the provisions of Article 5.1.7 of the FCI Implementing Rules.
Art. 11 – Ecology
According with the ecological campaign advocated by the UCI and in order not to disperse waste material into nature, we appeal to the civic sense of the participants not to litter the road but rather to dispose of it within the "Green Zone" following the feeding zone, as indicated by specific signage, where a contracted company will provide collection.
Art. 12 – Time Limit 

Pursuant to Article 2.3.039 of the UCI Regulations, the time limit is set at 8% of the winner's time. The time limit will be increased by the Commissaires’ Panel, in the presence of exceptional circumstances, after consultation with the organizer.

Art. 13 – Prizes
Prizes will be paid at the end of the event based on the national tables for the first 10 classified. The prizes will be subject to the current fiscal provisions in Italy. Any extra-classification prizes will be brought to the attention of the riders with a specific communication before the start of the event, including the indication of the methods and classification criteria for each specialty (eg. KOM, Sprint, etc.) and any tie-breaker criteria in case of a points tie.
The payment of prizes will be made:
directly on site at the conclusion of the race;

through the ACCPI, which will handle the prize money distribution and the payment of the prize to the riders and/or their delegate exclusively via bank transfer.
Art. 14 – Antidoping control
Any anti-doping control will be carried out in conformity with the current FCI/UCI regulations. It will take place at ________________________________________ [precise address and location of the control center]. Furthermore, an anti-doping control may also be carried out by the Italian State authorities in accordance with the relevant Italian legislation.
Art. 15 – Awards Ceremony
