Art. 2 – Type of Event – Participation
The race is by invitation only and is reserved for teams affiliated with the FCI or other UCI affiliated Federations.

The race is classified as Class _______ and is reserved for riders in the ___________ category.
Teams shall consist of a minimum of _____ and a maximum of _____ riders.

Regarding any participation allowance (board, lodging, and travel expenses), the provisions of the engagement agreement shall apply, in accordance with the current FCI Implementing Rules and Article 2.2.010 of the UCI Regulations.
Art. 3 – Approval documentation
The event will take place over _______ stages (of which _____ divided into two half-stages) plus [eventual] prologue, as per the attached tables, for a total of ___________ km, and as indicated in the attached documents for each day of racing:

· Elevation Profile;

· Race map;

· Time/Distance Schedule;

· Elevation profile, road map and description of the final three kilometers;

· Declaration of acceptance from the Race Director and Deputy Race Director;

· Written communication detailing the location of hospitals or emergency medical service along the entire race;

· Map of the start and finish area, indicating the location of the: Commissaires' Panel, Anti-Doping Control, Secretariat, Press Room, Organizing Headquarters.

Art. 4 – Registration 

Once participation is confirmed, the teams must confirm the entries of their riders using the engagement bulletin to the Organizer via email ____________________ no later than 20 days before the start of the event.

The team, 72 hours before the race, must confirm the names of the starting riders and the reserves.

Art. 5 – Race Headquarters / Secretariat
The location of the race organization headquarters and the Commissaires’ Panel will be situated at the start and finish of each stage, in a suitably marked and communicated location on the daily programme, along with the corresponding secretariat opening time.

Art. 6 – License check

Art. 7 – Team Managers’ meeting
The technical meeting with the Race Director, the Commissaires' Panel, the Sports Directors and the FCI STF Representative (if present) will be held on __________________ at [time] ________ at __________________ [indicate the precise address].
Art. 8 – Starting Procedures
All riders and their Team Managers/Sport Directors must present themselves at the start area at least one hour before the race start, in order to proceed with any protocol ceremonies established by the organization.

The team presentation/roll call and all other eventual formalities will end 10 minutes before the start.

Art. 9 – Radio tour
A race information service "Radio Tour" will be provided. All vehicles following the race must be in mandatory possession of an approved receiver apparatus, capable of receiving information and instructions which will be broadcast.

Art. 10 – Neutral Technical Assistance
The neutral technical assistance service will be provided by ________________ [Team Name], by means of n. ________ vehicles, duly equipped, according to the regulations foreseen by the current UCI rules.

Art. 11 – Level crossing
For any level crossings, which must be indicated on the timetables, the provisions of the FCI/UCI regulations apply.

Art. 12 – Prologue [if applicable]
The prologue will be an individual time trial and will count towards the General Classification.

The start order of the prologue will be decided by the organizer. Each Team Manager/Sport Director must communicate the order in which they intend for their riders to start at the time of the license check. 
Art. 13 – Time trial stages
[if an individual time trial is schedule] In individual time trial stages, the start order will be the reverse of the individual general classification by time at the end of the previous stage. However, the Commissaires’ Panel may modify this order to prevent two riders from the same team from starting consecutively.

For individual time trial stages, each rider must report to the bicycle check no later than 10 minutes before the start.

[if a team time trial is scheduled] For team time trial stages, the rules of the UCI Regulations shall apply; the time for each team will be taken on the ________ rider. 

For team time trial stages, each team must report to the bicycle check no later than 15 minutes before the start.

Art. 14 – Last three kilometers
Articles 2.6.027 and 2.6.028 of the UCI Regulations are not apply where the finish is at the top of a

hill-climb. The stages with finish at the top of a hill-climb are the following: ___________________.

Every discussion regarding the qualifications “at the top of a hill-climb” and “before the climb” will be decided by the commissaries’ panel.

Art. 15 – Time bonuses [not mandatory]
With the exception of time trial stages and the prologue, the following time bonuses will be awarded, in accordance with article 2.6.019 of the UCI Regulations:

· Finish


1st place: 10” (stage), 6” (half-stage)
2nd place: 6” (stage), 4” (half-stage)

3rd place: 4” (stage), 2” (half-stage)

· Intermediate sprints
1st place: 3”
2nd place: 2”

3rd place: 1”

Time bonuses will only be counted in the individual general classification by time.

Art. 16 – Maximum time limit
The maximum time limit for each stage is established as follows: __________________________. 

According to Article 2.6.032 of UCI Regulations, in exceptional cases the Commissaires’ Panel may extend the maximum time limit, after consultation with the Organizers.
Art. 17 – Feeding   

Feeding is permitted starting from 30 kilometers from the start and up to 20 kilometers from the finish, both by persons on foot (exclusively in the designated feeding zones) and by authorized vehicles following the race, in compliance with the provisions of Article 6.1.6 of the FCI Implementing Rules.
Art. 18 – Ecology
According with the ecological campaign advocated by the UCI and in order not to disperse waste material into nature, we appeal to the civic sense of the participants not to litter the road but rather to dispose of it within the "Green Zone" following the feeding zone, as indicated by specific signage, where a contracted company will provide collection.

Art. 19 – Team cars following the race
Each team may have only one official car following the race. This right will apply even if the team has only one competitor in the race.

The distinctive numbers for the order of circulation of the team cars will be distributed daily by the organization. The order of circulation for the team cars for the first stage will be determined by the result of the prologue / by drawing lots at the technical meeting [choose]. In the subsequent stages, the order of circulation for the team cars will be established by the individual general classification by time.

It will be obtained by summing the time taken by each individual rider for every single stage, taking into account any time bonuses and penalties. In case of a tie, the hundredths of a second in the individual time trial stage or prologue (if held) will be taken into account; in case of further tie, the sum of the placings will be taken into account; in case of further parity, the last placing will be taken into account.

b) the highest number of first places in 2nd Category Climb Sprints – followed by 3rd Category;

c) the general individual classification by time.

General Team Classification
It will be drawn up in compliance with the rules set out in Article 2.6.016 of the UCI Regulations.
Art. 21 – Award ceremonies
Based on the classifications established by the Organizers, the riders are obliged to attend the official protocol ceremony, in the following order:
At the end of each stage:

· The stage winner;

· The leader of the general individual classification by time;

· The leaders of the secondary classifications (including the team classification).
At the end of the final stage:
· The stage winner;

· The winners of the secondary classifications (including the team classification);

· The first three riders in the general individual classification by time;

· The winners of the special classifications;

· The holders of the distinctive jerseys.

This order may be modified due to the Organizers' needs, provided the President of the Commissaires' Panel is informed in advance.

Art. 22 – Prizes
Prizes will be awarded to the top 10 finishers at the end of the event, in accordance with the national prize scales. All prizes shall be subject to the tax laws currently in force in Italy.

Any special prizes (outside the general classification) will be announced to the riders via a specific communiqué before the start of the event. (Riders who do not complete the race shall be excluded from all classifications).
Payment of prizes will be made:

directly on site at the end of the race;

via the ACCPI, which will handle the distribution of prizes and the payment of the prize to the riders and/or their delegate, paid exclusively via bank transfer.
Art. 23 – Antidoping control   

Any anti-doping control will take place at the end of each stage, in compliance with the current FCI/UCI regulations.

It will be carried out at ______________________________ [precise address and location of the control centre for each stage].

In addition, an anti-doping control ordered by the authorities of the Italian State may also be carried out, in accordance with the relevant Italian legislation.

Art. 24 – Penalties
In national races, any infringements of the regulations shall be punished with the penalties provided for in the “Prospetto Unico Infrazioni e Sanzioni” (PUIS), as well as those provided for by the UCI Regulations.

Fines must be paid in accordance with the rules issued by the competent bodies of the FCI.

Art. 25 – Medical service
The medical service is directed by a Medical Officer who, in this capacity, assumes all responsibilities related to the service itself. It is carried out during the race with one medical car and at least two ambulances. The doctor is available to all participants from the time of license verification until the conclusion of the event. For the sole purposes of protecting and respecting their functions, the doctor's status is equivalent to that of the FCI Race Officials.

The Race Doctor has sole authority and responsibility for providing medical assistance during the race. The hospitals along the route for each stage are indicated in the technical guide.
Art. 26 – Highway code - Liability

Participating riders and drivers of all vehicles officially accredited to follow the race are required to strictly comply with the Highway Code and the instructions provided by the Race Direction.

Official vehicle identification stickers will be withdrawn from anyone found responsible (directly or indirectly) for non-compliance with these provisions.

The organizing club shall provide a standard safety service for the protection of the riders during the race.

The Sport Director is responsible for the riders and team members officially communicated to the organization at the time of accreditation
The event will be opened and closed by cars bearing the signs “inizio gara ciclistica” and “fine gara ciclistica”.
Art. 27 – Commissaires’ Panel

The Commissaires’ Panel is composed as per the attached specification.

Art. 28 – Reference Rules
For any matters not specifically covered, the Commissaires’ Panel will apply the UCI/FCI Regulations and the laws of the Italian State insofar as they are applicable.
